Cat Asylum (Collingham, Notts) 2017: Nutty Brown 6.1% BROWN
Full bodied brown ale to an 18th Century recipe. First ever cask from the brewery!

Firebrand (Launceston, Cornwall) 2014: Double IPA 7.5% GOLD
Piney, citrusy, and sharply bitter. Cuckoo brewing at Penpont.

Fuddy Duck (Kirton, Lincs) 2016: Atomic IPA 4.5% PALE
Fruit on the nose, light refreshing session IPA.

Hammerton (Islington, London) 2004: N7 Grapefruit 5.2% PALE
Special grapefruit edition of the classic N7 American IPA.

Gloucester (Gloucester) 2011: Cascade 4.2% RED
Hoppy American brown ale.

Hairy Brewers (Holbrook, Derbys) 2016: Belper Beast 4.8% BLACK
Arich porter, infused with cherries.

Hamelsworde (Hemsworth, W. Yorks) 2013: Chimera Blonde 4.0% GOLD
A session beer which punches above its weight.

Loch Lomond (Alexandria, Dunbartonshire) 2011: Space Hopper 4.0% PALE
Apricot, Rich Tea biscuit and a hoppy finish.

North Riding/Totally Brewed (East Ayton, N. R. of Yorks) 2015:
A Slap Up North 6.2% GOLD
Masses of juicy hops... another NRB collab winner!

Ship n Mitre (Liverpool ) 2017: Sublime 4.0% PALE
Quaffable pale ale. Cuckoo brewing at Stamps.

Southwark (Southwark, London) 2014: Bermondsey Best 4.4% BROWN
Moderately sweet caramel, some fruit leading to a bitter finish.

Staggeringly Good (Southsea, Hants) 2014: Post Impact Porter 5.4% BLACK
Roasted malts balanced with dark chocolate.

Tarn 51 (Altofts, W. Yorks) 2016: On Par 4.0% PALE
Refreshing session pale.

Three Brothers (Stockton-On-Tees) 2016: Under the Thumb 4.2% PALE
Subtle undertones of elderflower and lime.

Tickety Brew (Stalybridge, Chesh) 2013: Miinchner 4.3% BROWN
Sweet citrus, apricot and warm spice flavours.

Turning Point (Kirkbymoorside, N.R .of Yorks) 2017: Electric Eye 4.0% RED
Slight spice and huge orange aroma from Amarillo hops.

Urban Chicken (llkeston, Derbys) 2016: Take Me to the Circus 5.1% BROWN
American brown ale, one of just two casks brewed!
