● Topsham (Topsham, Devon: 2009) 

► Toffles Ale 4.3% 

Copper – Sweet malt, lingering hop finish 

● Wessex (Longbridge Deverill, Wilts: 2001) 

► Russian Stoat 9.0% 

Black – Powerful, complex, roast, dried fruits, anise 1/3rds or 1/2s only! 

● Winning Post (Worcester: 2013) 

► Moore Stout 4.0% 

Black – Deep roast, smoky, lingering bitterness 

● Yoeovil (Lufton, Somerset: 2006) 

► Posh IPA 5.4%
